The story of the first century church as recorded in the Book
of Acts is a blueprint for church evangelism. Why were these
first century Christians so successful in reaching people for
Christ? There are at least nine reasons:
e  They knew their exact mission and they aggressively
sought to fulfill it (Acts 1:8)
e  They had unity and harmony (Acts 1:14)
e They devoted themselves to prayer (Acts 1:14)
e They believed there was salvation only through Jesus
Christ (Acts 4:12)
e They obeyed God rather than men (Acts 5:29)
e They taught and witnessed daily (Acts 5:42)
e They believed the Gospel message was for everyone
(Acts 11:18)
e  They all were committed and involved in telling the
Good News (Acts 8:1-4)
e They expected evangelistic results. They believed
God could and would work through them. (Acts 16:5)

Our Father’s plan has not changed. When any church has such
a commitment to evangelism, God will bless the effort. God
wants to bless every Carey Association church as they
faithfully tell the Good News. The biblical design for
evangelism may be built around four basic truths:

e  God is lovingly involved in history

e God involves His people in evangelism

e Jesus is our model for evangelism

e  Churches are to be agents of evangelism

As surely as the first-century Christians were successful in
evangelism, so can be the 21* century Christian—if we follow
the Father’s plan.

We spent the
summer working with children, and I think the ladies really
missed us. Thanks to Bellview’s Women’s Bible Study group,
each of the ladies received a bag of cleaning supplies. The
ladies are always so appreciative. That day I was reminded
that too many of these ladies spend most of their time trying
to get their daily needs met leaving little time or thought to
spiritual things. I thank God for your continued support, which
makes it possible for this ministry to continue. Mrs. Alcock,
thank you for the beautiful gift baskets; they make the ladies
feel so speical. Mr. and Mrs. Michael Cormier, your gift will
make such a differnce in Kayla’s and others’ lives. Mrs. Hays,
thank you for launching our sweatshirt drive. Words could
never express the impact that your caring makes in others’
lives. For some, it is very easy to believe there is a God who
cares because of what we say or what we do. One young girl
said, “Ms. Gerri, [’m not all that”. And I said, “Yes you are;
